The school nurse will complete a new vision and hearing screening.

A new parent information form will be given to the parent to update current home and family status.

A formal intellectual assessment is recommended due to the need to establish current intellectual functioning ability.

A standard battery of individualized standardized academic tests should be given to document current performance levels.

Teacher information will be used to document progress and to establish necessary modification and strategies which are effective in working with the student.

An informal observation is to be conducted by a member of the multidisciplinary team other than the classroom teacher.

Information from educational records was obtained by reviewing the student's cumulative folder.

Intellectual ability appears consistent with current functioning.

Intellectual functioning is consistent with performance in the classroom.

Student's IQ has been established, no further testing required.

Student continues to function at least two grade levels below in reading.  No further testing is required.

Educational and Developmental Performance Levels Results/Interpretation:

Student’s overall academic skills were in the below average range with his performance equal to the average child of ___ years ___ months.  He had difficulty decoding words presented to him in isolation, but his decoding did not interfere with his ability to gain meaning from short passages.  He was able to apply mathematical concepts when story problems were read to him, but had difficulty when he was asked to perform basic calculations.  While he knew basic addition and subtraction facts, he had difficulty with regrouping.  He was able to write simple sentences and add details to sentences.  He could label common pictures, but had difficulty with parts of a whole such as a doorknob or with less familiar objects.  He was able to identify some common relationships, but could not identify relationships when he was required to determine the pattern presented.
