The Written Expression Scale is designed to measure the following writing skills:  the ability to use writing conventions (including functional handwriting, spelling, punctuations, etc.), the ability to use forms of syntax (adjectives, adverbs, phrases, various sentence structures, etc,), and the ability to communicated meaningful in writing (using appropriate content, coherence, organization, etc.).  During administration, the examinee responds to various writing prompts presented orally by the examiner.
